Professional and Community Groups 

I am a passionate and skilled workshop leader and teacher with a wide range of experience working with different community and professional groups.  As a director for my own theatre company Fruits of the Womb I have worked collaboratively with different groups of professional actors to devise and write new productions.  For our most recent project, Note to Self, I have facilitated creative writing and drama sessions with various different groups ranging from The Theatre Royal Bury St. Edmunds Autumn Stages Class (ages 65+) to a Women’s Voice group for Lesbian, Gay and Bisexual Women to a group for gifted and talented year 9 students.  

Youth Theatre

As part of my role as Arts Development Officer for The Camberley Theatre I am Artistic Director of Xpress Theatre Company which has over 250 members aged 5 – 25 years.  I facilitate weekly workshops, master-classes and holiday courses for all age groups.  I run a specialist drama group for those aged 16 – 19 with severe learning disabilities and an after school drama club for those with moderate learning disabilities.  I am also a youth workshop leader for The Compass Theatre in Hillingdon.
I have directed numerous youth theatre productions which have included new writing, musicals, movement pieces, street theatre, site specific and theatre in education work.  Last year I wrote a new musical called Vanished which had a speaking cast of over eighty 8 – 12 year olds.  I am currently working with a group of young actors aged 16 – 25 to produce a production of The Laramie Project which we hope to tour to local schools to raise awareness about homophobic bullying.

I also have a great deal of experience working with school groups.  I have worked as a visiting lecturer at Strode’s College teaching AS and A Level Theatre Studies.  Last year I worked with Surrey Heath Borough Council using drama as part of a democracy week initiative for young people to have their voices heard. Previously I have worked as an Artist in Residence devising and facilitating arts workshops for primary, secondary and special needs schools in the Brighton and Hove region.  This work included a playwright in residence scheme where I worked in partnership with a professional playwright from Pier Playwrights and a group of year 7 students to devise and stage a new play.
